Cookies are small pieces of data stored on a site visitor’s browser. They are typically used to keep track of the settings users have selected and actions they have taken on a site.

How we use Cookies 

Type of Information we collect 
We receive, collect and store any information you enter on our website e.g. via our Contact Us form or provide to us in any other way. In addition, we collect the Internet protocol (IP) address used to connect your computer to the Internet; location, browser type, length of visit, page views and navigation paths. We may measure and collect session information, including page response times, length of visits to certain pages, page interaction information, and methods used to browse away from the page. We also collect personally identifiable information (including name, email and comments). 

How we collect information 
When you fill out our contact form on our website, as part of the process, we collect personal information you give us such as your name and email address. Your personal information can be used for being contacted by us. 

Why we collect such personal information? 
We collect such Non-personal and Personal Information for the following purposes: 

· For managing our relationship with parents/ carers, pupils, community, councils etc 
· To be able to contact our Visitors and Users with important notices 
· To be able to communicate 
· To comply with any applicable laws and regulations. 

How we store, use, share and disclose site visitors’ personal information? 
Your data may be stored through data storage, databases and the general applications. They store your data on secure servers behind a firewall. We never pass on your data to any 3rd parties. 

How do we communicate with site visitors? 

We only contact you with our latest newsletter, if you have requested to be contacted and there is an option to be removed from our mailing list. 

How do we use cookies and other tracking tools? 

Category: 

Strictly necessary cookies: These are the cookies that let visitors browse through our site. They are also necessary for security reasons. 

Functional cookies: These cookies “remember” registered visitors/customers in order to improve their user experience.
